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CJTF and Readjustment of NATO’s Military Strategies

Abstract: This article analyses the establishment of the Combined Joint Task Forces, CJTF, which is one of the most
important policies that NATO has adopted during its strategic adaptation. CJTF is a kind of force of arms built for special aims
and offering special service.The way to form it is like the way of building blocks. The headquarters acts as “nuclei’ , forces
and equipment as ‘modulars’ . The ‘nuclei” and the ‘modulars’ hide in NATO’s military integration in peacetime and will be
quickly combined according to different tasks and needs, such as crisis management or collective defence . They can be differ-
ently formed, so CJTF is also called as “Lego’ regiment. The purpose of NATO establishment of CJTF is to improve its capa-
bility of crisis management, to readjust the relationship with its European allies, and to provider a framework for Eastern and
Central Eurapean countries to join its peacekeeping operations. The formation of CJTF is an important part of NATO’s strate-
gic adaptation after the Cold War.
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
