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A Review and Summary of the Indochina War

Abstract: Indochina war can be divided into five periods in the perspective of military history. 1955 to
1960 saw the USA supporting the Vietnam puppet bloc. The period from 1961 to 1964 witnessed the USA di-
rectly involving in the "special war". And the other three periods are "local war" period ( 1964-1969) "
Vietnamized war" period ( 1969—-1973) and the Indochinese people counterattacking period ( 1973-1975) .
Indochina war temporarily stimulates the lopsided development of the American economy but leaves a huge
hidden trouble as becomes an important underlying factor of American economic crisis and stagflation in the

1970s.
