ABSTRACT: With the rise of global consciousness, some universal problems
and phenomena have become the objects of concern and reflection in different national
literatures.

In dealing
with the relationship of literature with the historical process of globalization, this paper
explicates the following issues: first, literature and literary studies reflect the scenes,
processes and problems of globalization; second, literary writings are able to produce and
revise the narrative of globalization; third, literary studies are useful for interpretating and
understanding globalization, while the concepts and theories of globalization provide new
perspectives on textual analysis; finally, the production of literature and its circulation are
increasingly affected by globalization.
