The other is based on the “influence” of
core journals” evaluation. These two evaluation systems both have certain limitations. Rating agencies in China should integrate and
cooperate with each other take advocating academic norms as an important responsibility in order to establish a unified and
normative academic journals” evaluation system suitable for China” s situation. And the evaluation parameter system and methods
should be improved constantly. In the selection of evaluation parameters its role of guiding the quality of journals should be paid
more attention to. Conclusions The problems in practical applications should be rethought profoundly by various rating agencies
and administrations in order to build a real scientific and rational evaluation system of academic journals.
